Destruction of counterfeit WABCO 
products by local authorities on June 2, 

2008 in Dubai

The three individuals found guilty of these criminal charges were also fined by the 
court. More than three heavy duty truckloads of impounded counterfeit products 
were destroyed by local authorities of the public prosecution office.

WABCO began cooperating with the Dubai Police Administration in 2005 to 
investigate and prosecute those responsible for counterfeiting a variety of WABCO 
products for trucks and trailers, namely replacement parts for brake systems such as 
brake valves.  The fake products, worth approximately $800,000 in illegal sales, 
were seized in Dubai after inspectors raided a warehouse operated by Ghazal Al 
Bar.

Through its ongoing WABCO brand protection program around the world, the 
company has encountered counterfeit products, imitation packaging and copied 
documentation that intentionally deceive customers. 

A court in Dubai, United Arab Emirates, recently ruled in favor of WABCO on 
all criminal charges of counterfeit activities and intellectual property 
infringement against the management of Ghazal Al Bar, an importer and 
exporter of spare parts for trucks, trailers and buses, based in Dubai.
